Statewide Assessment Overview

The School Performance Reports contain information about student participation and
performance on statewide assessments, including the:

* New Jersey Student Learning Assessment (NJSLA): Assessment that measures student
proficiency with the New Jersey Student Learning Standards for English language arts
(ELA), mathematics, and science.

* Dynamic Learning Maps (DLM): Alternate assessment for students with the most
significant intellectual disabilities in English Language Arts, Mathematics, and Science.

* ACCESS for ELLs: Assessment that measures the English language proficiency of English
learners.

* New Jersey Graduation Proficiency Assessment (NJGPA): Assessment administered to
students in grade 11 for the purpose of meeting the state graduation assessment
requirement.



Statewide Assessment Results — NJSLA/DLM

Due to the cancellation of the NJSLA in both spring 2020 and spring 2021, participation and
proficiency rates are not available for 2020-2021.
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How did students perform on assessments? @

This section shows the percentage of students who
met or exceeded expectations on statewide
assessments (NJSLA and DLM). This percentage
reflects the federal proficiency rate which makes
adjustments to the proficiency rate if the participation
rate was below 95% to ensure reporting on at least 95%
of students. The chart indicates whether performance
was above the state average or above the state's long-
term goal of 80%.
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Graduation Rates and Pathways

Graduation rates are calculated using the adjusted cohort graduation rate calculation,
which all states are required to use.

For state reporting purposes, a student is counted as a graduate in a given school year if
they earn a state-endorsed (“regular”) diploma by August 31. A state-endorsed diploma is
awarded to students who meet all graduation requirements.

Governor Phil Murphy signed P.L.2022, c.60 on July 5, 2022, which resulted in no
graduation assessment requirement for any student who was expected to graduate with
the class of 2023. Students in the class of 2023 were still required to meet all the other
State and local graduation requirements, including but not limited to credit, curriculum,
and attendance requirements. As a result of this law, graduation assessment pathways will
not be reported for the 2022-2023 school year.



Graduation Rates for
Federal Reporting and Accountability

Beginning in 2021, the NJDOE was required by the USDOE to make changes to graduation
rate calculations used for federal reporting and accountability. Therefore, NJDOE now
calculates and reports two versions of the graduation rate.

Federal version - Used for federal reporting and ESSA school accountability only

Students with disabilities who did not meet either the state course requirements,
local attendance requirements, and/or state assessment requirements for
graduation because of a modification or exemption in their Individualized
Education Program (IEP) were not included in the graduates count (the numerator)
but remained in the adjusted cohort (the denominator).

State version - Reflects all students who received a state-endorsed diploma.

NOTE: These required federal changes only change how graduation rates are calculated for
federal reporting and accountability. They do not affect requirements to earn a diploma or
the type of diploma that the state awards to students with disabilities.

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Chronic Absenteeism 2022-2023 School Year

Chronic absenteeism is defined as being absent for 10% or more of the days enrolled during the
school year. A student who is not present for any reason, whether excused, unexcused, or for
disciplinary action, is considered absent unless permitted by state statute or regulations.
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Eastern’s overall chronic absenteeism decreased by 4.2% from the 2021-2023 school year.

Projections for 2023-2024 school year are showing additional decreases. Pre-Covid chronic
absenteeism ranged between 14-15%.
