3. Most students will take US | to work toward their high school requirement of three history units (World, USI and US Il).
4. Science - read the requirements for Chemistry and consult with your science and math teachers for planning and levels.

5. Math teachers have already discussed your options for next year. Again, use your numerical average plus the teacher’s
suggestion for your math program.

6. World Language — one year is required for high school. Colleges may require 2, 3, or 4 years of the same language.
